MTSS

What is MTSS? Multi-Tiered System of Supports (MTSS) is a framework for integrating tiers of support to promote the success of
all students. The ultimate goal of MTSS is to provide high-quality instruction and the degree of support each student needs to be
successful. MTSS is not a special program, class, or intervention, but rather a way of organizing instruction and intervention to help all
students and promote early identification of students needing additional support to be successful. MTSS is also used to help identify
students who may need special education.

What are the key components of a multi-tiered system of supports? The key components of the multi-tiered system of supports (MTSS) are:
+ High quality, research-based instruction in the general education setting
+ Universal screening to identify students needing supplemental support (Tier 2 or Tier 3)
+ Multiple tiers of instruction that are progressively more intense, based on the student’s response to instruction
+ Evidence-based interventions matched to student needs
+ Ongoing progress monitoring of student performance (response to intervention)

In the multi-tiered system of supports, the progress of all students is monitored, and instruction and intervention are provided in
varying intensities (multiple tiers) based on student need.

What are tiered supports? MTSS organizes instruction and intervention into tiers, which provide differing levels of supports:
+ Tier 1 — All students receive high quality, core academic and behavior instruction and support.
« Tier 2 — Students that need additional support receive more focused, targeted small group instruction/intervention and
supports, in addition to core academic and behavior curriculum and instruction.
« Tier 3 — Individual students receive the most intense instruction based on individual student need in addition to core and
supplemental academic and behavior, curriculum, instruction, and support.

SCHOOL HEALTH & HEARING
SCREENING

Children in all grades are screened for vision, hearing, dental
defects, height and weight. Parents are notified of any health
concerns as they are identified. Parents who do not wish their
child to participate in the school screening program must
communicate this in writing to the school health office where
their child attends at the start of the school year.

SAFETY INFORMATION

The safety of our students and staff is one of the most
important factors to a successful school district. South
Sioux City Community Schools is committed to ensuring
our schools are safe and our staff is prepared. To enhance
this, in 2017, we moved to a Standard Response Protocol
(SRP) called “I Love U Guys”. We feel this protocol will
give us the tools to be even more prepared for weather
events, fires, accidents, intruders and other threats to
student and staff safety.

The Standard Response Protocol is based not on
individual scenarios but on consistent response to any
given scenario. SRP demands a specific vocabulary but
also allows for great flexibility. The premise is simple
- there are five specific actions that can be performed
during an incident.

+ Secure is followed by the directive: "Get Inside. Lock Outside Doors" and is the protocol used to
safeguard students and staff within a building.

- Evacuate is always followed by a location, and is used to move students and staff from one
location to a different location in or out of the building.

Students and teachers are directed to stay in their rooms and
clear the hallways. This is typically used for medical emergencies.

TWO-STEP VERIFICATION

To ensure the privacy and data security of
all students at South Sioux City Schools,
the District will be implementing two-step
verification for most email accounts during
the 2023-2024 school year. This verification
process may require confirming a user's
identity on a personal phone. The District
assumes that all parents consent to the
use of a personal cell phone to protect their
student's data and security.

Notification of Rights Under FERPA and Release of Directory Information

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 (FERPA) affords parents certain rights with respect to their minor children’s education records:

1. The right to inspect and review the student’s education records;

2. The right to request the amendment of the student’s education records to ensure that they are not inaccurate, misleading or otherwise in violation of
the student’s privacy or other rights;

3. The right to file with the US Department of Education, a complaint concerning alleged failures by the South Sioux City Community School District’s
student records policy. You can obtain a copy of the policy from the principal’s office in each school within the District.

The district procedure notifying parents is as follows:

The district may disclose directory information. The types of personally identifiable information that the district has designated as directory information
are as follows: student’s name, address, telephone listing, electronic mail address, photograph, date of and place of birth, major fields of study, dates
of attendance, grade level, parent name, enrollment status (e.g., undergraduate or graduate, full-time or part-time), participation in officially recognized
activities and sports, weight and height of members of athletic teams, degrees, honors and awards received, accomplishments that promote excellence
not limited to NSCAS, ACT, Graduation and MAP achievement and scores and most recent previous educational agency or institution attended. A parent
or eligible student has the right to refuse to let the district designate any or all of those types of information about the student as directory information.

A student, parent or guardian not wanting this information released must make an objection in writing to the principal by August 28, 2023. The
information objected to shall not be released.

You need not respond to this letter unless you wish to make an objection to the release of any of the listed above. If you have any objections, please
list the items and return by August 28, 2023 to the building principal.

4. The right to consent to disclosure of personally identifiable information contained in the student’s education records, except to the extent that FERPA
authorized disclosure without consent.

5. Unless a parent notifies the District, the District will provide student records to students upon request. If a parent does not wish for the District to provide
records to his or her child, the parent must notify the District in writing.
